After exploring, take a walk in the outdoor gardens, where you can admire the

Supertree Grove, unique vertical gardens that light up in a mesmerizing display at

night.

Explore the myriad of malls, from the ultra-modern ION Orchard to the luxurious
Paragon. Browse through local boutiques and international brands, or simply enjoy

the vibrant atmosphere and window shopping.

Wander through the
bustling streets and visit the Buddha Tooth Relic Temple, which houses a sacred
relic of the Buddha. Explore the vibrant markets and shops selling everything from

traditional Chinese herbs to souvenirs.

Consider grabbing a quick dessert, such as a traditional mooncake or some local

snacks from the street vendors.
